Please select ‘No’



If you are not sure about your GPA or don’t think you meet this requirement, you can 
still apply & we will consider your application

Select ‘Yes’



Please complete the compulsory 
questions for your degree that 
you are currently studying at 
your home university

Enter ‘Not Applicable’

Upload your latest official transcript, this is a 
record of the marks you have obtained so far in 
your degree



If you are studying at Warwick for 
less than a year, please leave the 
‘Additional Information’ box empty

You don’t need to complete this section

If you are studying at Warwick for the full 
academic year, please type in ‘passport’ and 
upload a copy of your passport

OR



Select ‘No’ even if you were educated in an English speaking country

Select ‘Yes’ even if you are not taking a test

If you are taking a test, please select the correct test.

Please select ‘English Language: Other’ if you have:
▪ A different English qualification
▪ A letter from your home university confirming you 

have sufficient English language proficiency
▪ Are a national of one of the following countries: 

Australia, Canada, United States of America
