Language of Instruction

English (some courses are also held in German and French)

Students must have sufficient knowledge of English (B2 according to
CEFR). No language certificate is required. We may additionally ask for
proof of the student’s language proficiency, should we have any doubts
regarding his/her level of English.

We use the ECTS credit system and students’ performance is graded on 4
point grading scale (1, 2, 3, 4), with “3” as the minimum passing grade.
